There is an ongoing debate within the profession as to whether our methods for the appraisal of transport schemes and initiatives are providing the information that decision-makers really need. Concerns have been raised, for example, whether current appraisal reflect all the relevant impacts of schemes and policies, whether these are valued appropriately and whether the focus on monetised impacts of individual schemes leads to a coherent long term transport policy.  Finally, there are doubts whether our existing modelling toolkit is up to the task.  A thorny subject but at the heart of how we professionally support transport related decision-making. Join the debate. Our speakers are:

David Metz is visiting professor at the Centre for Transport Studies, University College London, formerly Chief Scientist at the Department for Transport, and author of the recently published ebook 'Peak Car: the Future of Travel'.
Tom Worsley is a Visiting Fellow at the Institute for Transport Studies at the University of Leeds, which he joined after spending many years as a senior economist in the Department for Transport. He has written and researched on the interaction between transport policy and economic appraisal and on the role of evidence in supporting the decisions facing government ministers and other politicians.
Tom van Vuren is, as he says himself, “passionate about transport modelling”. He has worked in academia and in practice, building and using models to support policy and project appraisal.  This experience has taught him that good models are both science and art: transparent, robust and defensible in their development but in application cognisant of their simplifications, sparse data inputs and future assumptions made.  Tom will explore whether and how models may be used better as input to the appraisal process. He is a Divisional Director at Mott MacDonald and Visiting Professor at the University of Leeds.
