Peak Oil: what it is, and what it may mean for transport planning

“Peak Oil” is world oil production peaking then going into decline, with spectacular impacts on its price.  With 95% of transport dependent on oil fuel, a frightening crisis could result.  A debate over the likely date of peak oil has raged between independent geologists and the oil industry for several years, with a widespread view forming that the critical date is closer than we realise.  Yet mainstream transport planning in the UK proceeds almost entirely oblivious to the peak oil issue, the risks is presents, and the scale of the response that would be necessary.
On the plus side, many of the measures required are the same as those needed to respond to climate change.  Can we use this to forge a new alliance between business and environmental interests?  What are the implications for our plans in the future?
The North West branch of the Transport Planning Society along with the consultant Halcrow have joined forced to bring a leading expert to Manchester to explain the issues.
