Resolution to amend Articles of Association
Proposal 

The members of the Transport Planning Society at this Annual General Meeting hereby resolve to amend Article 16 (specifically 16.2 and 16.11) of the Articles of Association of the Transport Planning Society Ltd.  A copy of the Articles of Association can be found on the website here.
Explanation
1. Articles 16.2 and 16.11 of the Articles of Association currently state:-
16.2
The Members shall elect from amongst themselves a Chair and up to 12 Directors. 

16.11
Not more than 6 members of the Board shall be nominated by the representatives of the institutions holding Institutional membership.

2. Currently, each of the founding institutions (RTPI, ICE, CIHT, CILT) nominate 1 Board Member the Society and these articles were drafted to allow for up to 2 further Institutes to join as Institutional Members. This means that currently there are always 2 vacancies on the Board. 
3. In order to allow greater participation by the membership on the Board, the Board of Directors therefore propose a resolution to adjust the make up of the Board and allow for more elected Directors.
4. It is therefore proposed by way of a resolution that Articles 16.2 and 16.11 be amended to:-
16.2
The Members shall elect from amongst themselves a Chair and up to 14 Directors. 

16.11
Not more than 4 members of the Board shall be nominated by the representatives of the institutions holding Institutional membership.
